The city of Tel Aviv-Yafo has approximately 500,000 residents, 60,000 of
whom are schoolchildren and 80,000 senior citizens. As the symbolic
center of Israeli pluralism and liberalism, it is home to Jews and

non-Jews, new immigrants and Israeli natives, young couples and senior
citizens, business people and artists. Nearly 1.5 million people (1/4 of the
population of the State of Israel) commute to the city daily for work,
education and entertainment purposes, as the city is the center of Israeli
commerce, the seat of institutions for higher education, and a focal point of
Israeli art and culture.

About the Tel Aviv Foundation

Since 1977, the Tel Aviv Foundation has catalyzed donors to be strategic
partners in supporting the evolving needs of the Tel Aviv community. The
Foundation generates momentum to the city as the beacon of progress by
elevating the quality of life through: education, culture and arts, sports, the
environment and social services.
